2. The proposed program must not be a fundraising or for-profit activity (i.e. proceeds may not benefit the organization nor another third-party group or charity).
3. The proposed program must comply with CPB and University guidelines (i.e. the CPB will not fund alcohol/events serving alcohol, awards/prizes, or events that are not open to the greater University community).
4. The proposed program must occur after the funding proposal date. 
5. All proposals must demonstrate how the program will enrich and contribute to the education of the University community and additionally meet at least one of the three following CPB goals: 

I. Increase the presence of under-represented cultural perspectives 
II. Contribute to the education of the University community
III. Foster greater links among students of different backgrounds 

IV. Stimulate new and creative thinking about culture, inclusiveness, and community
