 Important Information to Know Before Applying for Funding:
1. In order to encourage greater collaboration across Grounds, the CPB requires that the student organization requesting funding, seek co-sponsorship with another organization. Preference is given to groups collaborating and co-sponsoring with other student organizations (i.e. vs. an office co-sponsorship). We hope student groups will think about cultural programming through a diverse lens and consider the intersectionality of race, religion, ethnicity, gender, and sexual orientation when planning programs and initiatives. If a group is unable to secure a co-sponsor for their event, they must provide substantial reasoning for this decision.

2. The CPB cannot provide funding "up-front." The CPB currently works through a reimbursement process. If you receive funding from the Cultural Programming Board, you will be put in touch with the Newcomb Business Office to secure your funding. We are unable to write checks to student groups. Please consider this and know that a member of your group may have to initially cover your costs prior to reimbursement.

3. A group can request up to $1,000.00 for a particular program. The CPB can grant one award of $5,000.00 in seed money for an event at its discretion, each academic year. The criteria to award this seed money is the same for all CPB proposals, but there will be greater emphasis on how this project will affect the entire University community in a long-term and lasting way. The CPB reserves the right to deny funding or provide partial funding.

4. The CPB cannot provide funding for: Awards or prizes, Alcohol/events with alcohol, revenue-generating events (events that charge admission), and events that limit entrance or access to the entire University community (while an event may be geared toward a particular community, it must be open and encouraging for all).
