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The Foreign Language and Area Studies Fellowship (also known as FLAS or Title VI FLAS) is an award for students concentrating in modern foreign language and a program that includes international or area studies.  Academic-year (AY) fellowships are for nine months of study at the University of Virginia beginning Fall semester.  The award includes a stipend, payment of tuition, and required health clinic and student activity fees. Each fellowship includes an institutional payment and a subsistence allowance. The estimated institutional payment for academic year 2012-2013 fellowship is $18,000 for a graduate student and $10,000 for an undergraduate student. The estimated subsistence allowance for an academic year 2012 - 2013 fellowship is $15,000 for a graduate student and $5,000 for an undergraduate student. No dependency allowances are offered. Use this form to apply for a SUMMER FLAS AS WELL. For details see pp. 7 – 8. 
FLAS fellowships are contingent upon funding from the U.S. Department of Education; no awards are guaranteed until funding notification, expected in March – April, 2012.

Eligibility Requirements

The FLAS Fellowship competition is open to undergraduate and graduate students of the University of Virginia who are U.S. citizens, nationals, or permanent residents who are enrolled in a full-time program (either domestic or overseas) that combines modern foreign language training with international or area studies. 

Undergraduate students must be at the intermediate or advanced level of language proficiency
A FLAS fellow must register for a course in the language of the award each semester and earn a grade of B or better; combine language study with area or international studies, or the international aspects of professional studies; and complete an online “Interim (Oct. 1, 2012) and Final Performance Report (June 1, 2013) as required by the U.S. Department of Education.

With the approval from the United States Department of Education, Academic Year FLAS awards may be used for full-time dissertation research provided that the student is at the advanced level of language proficiency. The use of the foreign language in dissertation research must be extensive enough to be able to consider the language improvement facilitated by the research equal to improvement that would be obtained from a full academic year’s worth of formal classroom instruction. Use of the FLAS fellowship for dissertation research is not encouraged by the U.S. Department of Education. The U.S. Department of Education prefers that students apply to the Fulbright-Hays Doctoral Dissertation Research Abroad. All overseas programs of study must be at the intermediate or advanced level of language proficiency and must be approved by the United States Department of Education at least thirty (30) days prior to the start of the program. Only apply for a full academic year, partial FLAS awards are not allowed by the U.S. Dept. of Education.

What is a Summer FLAS?

Summer FLAS awards are designed to support summer modern language study. These awards are given only for intensive language classes that teach the equivalent of an academic year language class. Authorization must be obtained in order to use the Summer FLAS in a study abroad language program, which minimally must be at the intermediate or advanced level. Summer FLAS awards are to be used during summer and cannot be deferred. The Summer FLAS can be used either at UVA, elsewhere in the U.S. or abroad, upon approval. The Summer FLAS can be used for study in the UVA in Shanghai Intensive Chinese Language Program.  Summer FLAS awards rarely have provision for travel assistance. The award covers tuition and fees up to $5,000.  A stipend of $2,500 is also provided.  The U.S. Dept. of Education requires that all FLAS supported language courses be taken for a letter grade.

Who can apply for a Summer FLAS?

Graduate and undergraduate students can apply. Undergraduates must have intermediate language level status when the award period begins, and must demonstrate in their statement of purpose a need for advanced language skills in their future professional or graduate academic careers.  Undergraduate applications will be included in the same pool as those from graduate students.

Do I need to identify a language program on my Summer FLAS application?

Yes. For courses taught at UVA please indicate the course title and number. For programs at other schools, please describe the summer program in detail. If awarded, you will need to provide evidence that the language program meets the following requirements:
• Beginning or intermediate levels: 140 contact hours of instruction; minimum of six (6) weeks.
• Advance level: 120 contact hours of instruction, minimum of six (6) weeks.

Do I need to contact UVA Study Abroad Office if I am going overseas?

Yes. All UVA students studying abroad need to be processed by the Study Abroad Office, regardless of whether attending a UVA sponsored program or not.
Travel

Is there travel money available for summer FLAS?

In some cases, if funds are available, plane fare up to $1000 may be awarded if the applicant abides by the Fly America Act, the basic requirement of which is that you have to fly an American carrier or a carrier with a code-share agreement with an American carrier as far as you can on the route to your destination. If the last leg of your route-to-destination is not served by an American carrier or code-share carrier, then it is permissible to book that section only with the non-American carrier.  Your FLAS coordinator will discuss the possibility of providing funds to cover plane fare after an awardee’s program has been approved.  Students traveling to East Asia for language study are eligible to apply for Weedon travel grants through the East Asia Center; the application deadline is the same as for the FLAS fellowship.
I am enrolling in a program abroad. Why do you need information about my travel plans at least six weeks before my departure?

If your travel is supported with Title VI funds, we are required by the U.S. Department of Education to request travel approval before purchase of travel with FLAS funds. Travelers are advised not to make irrevocable travel arrangements prior to receiving the official approval.
