Discussion of the Faculty Consultation Group to the Special Committee on the Nomination of a President
Ann Hamric has been asked to convene and chair a faculty consultation group (FCG) for the Presidential Search Committee.  The Executive Council will comprise the core of this group.  Justin Thompson, from the Provost’s Office, will offer administrative support. Ms. Hamric will send a letter to the full Senate requesting their input in the search process.
Ann Hamric said that at least one representative from each school is needed.  Members of the Executive Council will contact 6 to 7 Senators and request their input on the questions to be considered, requesting responses by September 1.    Each Senator may seek comment and feedback from his/her School colleagues. The Executive Council will incorporate the feedback received from Senators into a report that addresses the faculty’s response to the three questions posed by the Search Committee. It was decided that the work of the consultation group should be posted on the web.  The group will meet again on August 28, September 4, and September 11.
Justin Thompson said the University is holding several forums around Grounds, and the University community is invited to them all.
