A. Arrest Reporting Policy – Questions
- on the baseline level, this does not change how honor operates
- lying is the primary concern here 
- some issues with newspapers saying “it is an Honor offense if you don’t disclose” ( editors frequently drop the part about investigations, trial, and jury procedures; student jurors make the decisions 
- what if a student is arrested during the year after this Netbadge login? ( most likely UJC as a failure to comply under Standard 6 
- what about jurisdiction? ( case by case basis and would have to fit within Honor’s jurisdiction ( the question partially sits with CRs; tricky things by forcing students themselves to report; note that a CR should occur before anyone suspects that an Honor offense has occurred; the question of a CR would ultimately have to go to the jury 
- Charlie was not part of the formulation of the policy; the Honor Committee was not consulted, but at the simplest level, a student is expected to tell the truth 

B. Legislative Agenda, Fall 2010
- structure and how to tackle the various changes we want to make; we actually have very few meetings 
- O-Days: By-Law changes and Constitutional amendments 
- By-Laws: integrate I-panel and pre-trial ( Procedures Committee; bringing three solid ideas to the Committee each week; informal discussions, but have a comprehensive set of By-Laws by the second-to-last Committee meeting ( new reports from December can be processed under the new By-Laws; goal for the long discussions to happen at Procedures Committee meetings 
- Constitutional changes: timeline is to start these discussions in about a month and a half so that we can be ready to send possible changes to the student body 
- concern raised about second-to-last meeting date as a conflict for the first set of public summaries ( last Committee faced challenges in terms of voting
- idea to not move chronologically in our discussion ( sometimes the beginning procedure relies heavily on what happens at the end of the process; suggestion to start with I-Panel question and then move forward and backward from there 
- Alex Solomon in charge of Procedures Committee; possibly split into two groups: investigations and trials ( be sure to clarify with the support officers what the purpose of the Procedures Committee is going to be 
- try to come to meetings with concrete ideas; more disciplined discussions
