B. Credit Accrual Discussion—Sophie Staples, CLAS

i. This was intended to speed up the process without punishing students

b. In the event that a student that a student fails to supply the information for a date he/she is available from six or seven dates given or the date selected by the VCT, the executive committee could vote unanimously to LAG the student; the student could appeal if there is an extenuating circumstance.
i. This seems to be more procedural based than the first amendment

ii. We would be requesting that the student has the credit removed for classes between the date of the offense / accusation to the present date

iii. Sophie to write this proposal and bring it to Committee, hopefully for next week

iv. Jon: A student could select a date and then come up with a reason at a later date to stop the trial; Sophie offers that after the trial is scheduled, the decision to move a trial is up to the pre-trial panel

c. Student found guilty: enrollment discontinued as of accusation not the date of trial; Tyler Alexander mentions problems with students who take credit over the summer being overly penalized

i. Unbelievable burden on Honor to make case processing and investigations go smoothly on behalf of Committee, VCI, and VCI
d. Idea of taking away credit brought to Kiefer’s mind of taking credit in which the act occurred; philosophical exercise to see what happens; relates to the FAC problem of students receiving credit for classes in which academic cheating is found to occurred.
