Old Business

A. Public Summaries Clarification


-all 3 amendments passed Feb 28


-Question we have to decide tonight is whether to make Case Summaries reported before this was voted into effect on February 28 or we are going to start making those Case Summaries for reports taken after February 28.


-Truetzel spoke with our legal advisor and general counsel and they said that both options are legally viable

CARROLL: would be more comfortable if the Case Summaries go into effect for students whose reports come after February 28.  It is not a huge problem to switch it midstream, but it is unnecessary stress added to students without major benefit.  It’s not really worth it to put this stress on the few students whom it would effect.

LITCHFORD: Seconds Alex’s point.  We need a dry run before it goes into procedure.

GUIMOND: For the sake of clarity for students, we should be consistent with when things change

TRUETZEL: We may have verbally clarified it, but we never wrote any of it down.

LEE: Since we are the Committee that passed this bylaw, we should at least either present one of the dry runs or a sample one.  Since we wrote it up, we should at least follow up one way or another.

TRUETZEL: We can do that publicly or more internally with the new Committee.

WORTHY: We can write them up for this weekend’s trial and look at them next week for content.

DRAUSCHAK: Agrees with Ed.  We passed it so we should follow up.  This weekend’s trial should be a dry run.

COHEN: Surprised at this conversation.  Thought this was already decided and that the prevailing view was that we should wait for it to pass and then implement it with the trials immediately following  the passing.  A dry run would be valuable.  If it is to be in line with the bylaws it will not be ready by next week (ie giving the students adequate time to overlook it).  However, if we want to keep these as internal documents and just discuss them in closed session next week we can skip that step.  About expectations of privacy, the amendment and bylaws were written to protect the student’s expectations of privacy.  Skipping that and going into closed session with those summaries would potentially give us more information than we need to know because according to the bylaws the only people who should know this information are those directly involved in the case.

HARRIS: We decide on the version of the bylaws at pretrial and that is stated to the student.  Also, the discretion is with the Chair.

TRUETZEL: The way it is written is that these summaries (even the first round) would be published under the new Committee.  Procedurally you would write them and then the decision to release would be with the next Committee.  The last six trials of the semester would not make or break it.  We are looking long term with this.

BASHAW:  Seconds Charlie’s points.  Retroactively ramming these bylaws down students throats is unacceptable.

VOTE: Truetzel abstained, 22 for, 1 against.  These summaries will only be made for reports made AFTER the election.  We will still write them up for this weekend and we will discuss them next week in closed session.
