UVA Decoration of Rooms and

The Housing Division is required by the Commonwealth of Virginia to
adhere to the fADecorations and Trir
International Fire Code. The Decoration Policies include the following
requirements:

¢+ Hangings and other decorative materials suspended from walls or
ceilings must show manufacturer certifications that they are flame
resistant or noncombustible.

+ Combustible materials that are secured under glass become classified
as flameresistant and are permitted.

*+ The aggregate of all flarmesistant materials cannot exceed more
than 10% of the total wall area.

Definitions:

+ Combustible: materials capable of being easily ignited. Some exam-
ples are: posters, flags, banners, pictures, calendars, curtains, tapes-
tries, bulletin boards, paper or notices not otherwise documented as
flame-resistant, and other fibrous materials.

+ Noncombustible: materials not capable of combustion or easily ig-
nited.

* Flameresistant: includes articles in frames under glass, or materials
tested and certified by an approved agency.

Absent acceptable evidence to the contrary, items appearing to be com-
bustible must be removed when discovered. The display of noncombusti-
ble materials is regulated by code; therefore, an unlimited amount may
