Tuition Awarding
For Students who will not be active in Academic Year 2011
Students who will be graduating prior to Fall 2010 or not returning in the fall term will not be activated for the 2011 academic year.  Therefore, in order for these students to receive summer aid they must be either:

· Enrolled in their summer classes OR

· Manually Aid Year Activated and have their Summer 2010 Financial Aid Term established.  
It may take extra time before you can enter Summer awards for these students.
If you have students who must have their Financial Aid term created for Summer 2010, you must notify Student Financial Services as soon as possible.  Please send email with the list of names and EMPL ID numbers to:

Please allow 48 business hours for these students to be established in SIS.

Once the student is enrolled, or you have received confirmation that the student have been set up with a Summer Financial Aid Term:

If Aid Year contains a blank or 2011, change the Aid Year to 2010.
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Go to Assign Departmental Award page which should default to 2010.
New Item Types and Disbursement Plans have been established for use during Summer 2010.  See the link on the Departmental Aid Users Group web site for a list of item types and their appropriate uses.  Please note, when searching for the summer item types, you may wish to click on the search button, and in the description field enter “sum”.  Then, click on the box that says “begins with” and change it to “contains”.  Then click Look Up.  This will show all item types related to Summer.

Please be careful when awarding for summer term.  If you do not award in the proper aid year, you could affect the student’s fall/spring financial aid.  
Uses of Summer1 vs Summer2 Item Types

If you wish to pay the students’ awards from Fiscal Year 2010 (the current Fiscal Year), choose Summer1 and the amounts will be disbursed beginning May 12th.

If you wish to pay the students’ awards from Fiscal Year 2011 (the year starting July 1, 2010), choose Summer2 and the amounts will be disbursed beginning July 7th.

Please be aware that if you choose Summer2, the student will see Anticipated Aid for the amount of your award, but the actual credit will not appear on the students’ account until it has disbursed in July.

The Item Types you enter will have default disbursement plans associated with the Item Type you have chosen.  We recommend for Tuition Item Types that you leave the disbursement plan as it defaults to ensure proper processing.
