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Disbursement Plan and Split Code Will Default and Cannot be Changed for Tuition Item Types

For tuition item types, the disbursement plan and split code will now default when you award, and you will be unable to change them. With awards for AY 2011, there are many new item types to accommodate the need for changing disbursement plans.  If you wish to change the disbursement dates you have selected, you will need to search for an item type that accommodates your needs.  We have set up tuition item types for 5 scenarios:
Academic Year (Fall/Spring), Fall Only, Spring Only, Summer 1 (disburses in May), Summer 2 (disburses in July).   Please select the item types to best accommodate the student’s situation.

Stipend item types will default as well, but you will be able to make changes.  Please be very careful if you make changes to the disbursement plan and/or split code as this affects what will charge your departmental accounts.

Changes to Cancellation and Reaward of Waiver Item Types

Cancellations to Waiver item types will not allow reaward until accounting entries have processed to Oracle.  If you cancel a tuition item type, and attempt to reaward using the same item type prior to all accounting transactions processing, you will receive an error message.  You must wait at least one full business day (and maybe more, depending on the time of day and month that you attempt to do this) before the system will allow you to reaward.  

Another alternative to cancelling and reawarding may be to use a different item type.  Each situation will have to be evaluated to determine the best method for correction.

Replace Functionality Not Working Properly

Currently, the replace functionality associated with some awards is not working reliably.  If you wish to change accounting information only on an award, we suggest that instead of creating a replace entry, you process a cost transfer at this time to ensure the proper charges are in Oracle.  However, if you do process a cost transfer, DO NOT make any changes to SIS.  
We are working to correct the issues in SIS related to this problem, but we are uncertain when that will be available.  But once it is, the transactions will flow to Oracle, and we do not want duplicate transactions to affect your account.  
To determine if any transactions you have entered have processed properly, first look on the PTAEO page.  If you can see that the Processed box is checked on your replace items, that indicates they should have transferred.  Please verify those charges are properly reflected in Oracle.  If the Processed box is not checked, then the transactions will not be reflected in Oracle until we can correct the problem.
Awards for Summer

In some cases, awards that are being made for summer require special set up to be done centrally.  For students who are not seeking a UVA degree (Visiting students), who are also not enrolled in summer session, please provide a list for us so that we can set up their summer Financial Aid term.  

Also, if you try to enter an award for students, and at data entry your award is changed to $0, and there is an error message shown next to the disbursement link, you will need to notify us so that we can properly set up what is necessary for your student.  
To provide this information to us, you must send an email to 4help@virginia.edu, with the title of SIS-Departmental Aid Summer FA Term.  This will alert the appropriate people who are processing these requests that there are students who need additional set up.  These requests will be processed daily.  Please use only this method for communicating these requests in order to streamline the process.
