These are exceptionally bright and talented
kids you direct, and it is great fun working with them. | am sure they don't have any idea what to
think about such an old guy (at least as old as their parents, and maybe even as old as their grand
parents possibly); I hope that | at least project some professionalism into the job and that maybe
they see this. Also, | think it is good for them to see that you don't have to put the instrument
down just because you are not a full-time professional musician, or because you graduate from
college. We don't stop listening to, or loving music just because we get older, why should we
stop playing?

But, back to the point. The really great thing about working with you guys is that you are not just
great musicians, you are also great teachers. | mean this in the most positive sense. In the most
non-threatening and helpful way that I could possibly imagine, you both come back over to re-
enunciate the key rhythms, to sing the hard parts for me (both in advance and after we have
played the tune). You go out of your way to educate, to teach; and, while I may not be happy that
I blew some part, | appreciate more than you can imagine the insight and help you provide. And,
I don't even have to pay for the lesson.

When my kids, for example (both darned good musicians) ask my what it is like playing with the
pep band, | tell them about the talented students, but I also tell them about how really
challenging it is to get one shot at reading down some of these charts. OK, by now, I have seen
many of them, but there is always something I haven't seen. Of course there are also the
occasionally ambiguous "start here" notes, and Idzior and | kidded when | missed the coda on a
chart when there wasn't a coda sign marked (we grabbed his chart, located the coda point and
wrote it in). Coupled with the challenge of the environment, this is pretty exciting stuff, and there
IS a chance on every tune to try to improve.

There is even some really difficult stuff in the book, and the issue of how to effectively voice
some of the parts is a continuing issue. Sometimes the line (as a tuba part) has to go up an
octave; sometimes it is really hard to play in the lower register, but workable up an octave. But,
where to put some of this stuff, on the fingerboard, is a real challenge, and it comes up fast, in 5
or 6 flats (and | really don't dislike Db and Gb); and just to make it really fun, it comes up in cut
time sometimes.

I hate to think I am somehow hamstrung because | work mainly in 4/4 and 3/4, because the cut
time shouldn't bug me at all. So, | may end up looking at those four straight eighths as three-and-
four-and, instead of two-ee-and-ah. Still there was something way too tough last night about a
simple four-eighths figure in the lower register which is going to challenge me to practice some
new figures in the low register. | don't know why this was hard, but I need to figure that out and
work out the practice routines to address it. But, this is exactly why this is interesting: great
people to work with; challenging material; challenging environment; and, room to improve.
Thanks again for letting me play.

Dear Mr. Pease,

Welcome to the University of Virginia! You come to the university during a time of
turmoil and change as far as music goes. Your inclusion in the university family means that your
qualifications are exemplary and your goals for UVa are in line with what’s best for Virginia. |
have no qualifications or position to tout, but I do have concerns, which 1’d like to share with
you.

Baldwin High School in Pittsburgh had a great marching band of which I was proud to be
a student director and rank leader, tenor sax player. Our deep purple uniforms, white trim, white
spats, military hats with white plumes and white gloves looked spectacular. Our marching and
dancing were precise. Our music (when we had enough horns) was powerful. At my first
football game at UVa | couldn’t believe that a major university had no band! My fraternity
brother, John Minor, helped start the pep band. You’re familiar with where that went and why
you are now at UVa.

Our state school is unique. Its traditions embrace free thought and non-conformity. Our
students are taught to think outside the box. The most valuable thing in my life, that which has
opened doors and led to professional fulfillment, is my degree from UVa (Psyc. ’67). There was
nothing “ho-hum” about my 4 years in Charlottesville. One has to understand traditional and
non-traditional viewpoints before launching. UVa gets the credit for teaching me critical
thinking.

We have major athletic programs in need of musical support. The pep band lost its
direction and never had much support, but it represented thinking outside the box. It was unique
and very un-state U. You have the difficult job of figuring out how to apply your great skills to
our institution. Whatever direction you pick is the direction we head and there won’t be any
turning the bus around without a major hoo-haw. So, you must pick carefully and that’s why |
am bothering you with this letter.

Here in Texas we have some great bands. My daughter went to Texas A & M. My wife
went to Texas Tech. We’ve been to the Virginia / Texas games. Those are great bands and very
different.
