OUTDOOR TABLING GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

Eleven (11) tabling spaces have been identified for use by registered student organizations. Tabling spaces
may be reserved up to one month in advance. Each organization or department is permitted a maximum of five
(5) days per semester in each tabling area. Tables for the outdoor tabling spaces may be picked up on the day
of the reservation at the Student Activities Center on the first floor of Newcomb Hall. Tables must be returned
each day. Tables may only be set up in the designated location (see diagrams below). To reserve a tabling
