A $50 fee
applies for any additional meetings, additional soloists or more than three solo
pieces to accompany. If you wish to consult with more than one organist, an
additional fee may apply. A deposit may be required at the time of engaging the
services of the organist. The total fee is due two weeks in advance of the wedding
rehearsal.
