Each summer the consortium sponsors a student conference on a particular theme of global importance.  This year's theme will be a multidisciplinary exploration of Conflict Resolution. The Summer School will culminate in group projects where students will integrate what they have learned during the programme and employ their knowledge and skill in negotiation and mediation to resolve conflicts.

We're looking to send up to four undergraduate students from various disciplines to participate in this conference, which will be held July 11-19, 2011.  The University will cover conference registration (to include accommodation, breakfast and lunch each day, welcome and farewell dinners, a visit to Belfast and the weekend visit to Galway/West of Ireland) and airfare.
