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OBJECTIVE:

To describe the documentation of the  initial and continuing training for Research Study Investigators and Coordinators.

PROCEDURE:

A protocol/grant will not be given initial approval or be approved for continuation if all personnel listed on the protocol/grant have not completed the Investigators/Coordinators online training available through the IRB-HSR Website.  

When an investigator/coordinator completes the training, the IRB-HSR  Database will automatically be notified and record the date of the completion of the training.  The training is valid for 3 years from the time it was taken.  

When a new protocol/grant is submitted, verification of all listed on the protocol/grant having completed the training will be done before initial approval is given. A training verification form for all personnel listed on the protocol/grant will be printed and signed by the IRB-HSR Chair or designee and given to the PI along with their IRB-HSR Approval Form. 

When an investigator applies to continue a protocol/grant, verification of all listed on the protocol having completed the training will be done before a continuation approval is given. A training verification form for all personnel listed on the protocol will be printed and signed by the IRB-HSR Chair or designee and given to the PI along with their IRB-HSR Approval Form.

DOCUMENTATION:

Documentation of completion of training will be in the IRB-HSR Database.
